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2012 QRC Outlaw Sprint Kart Racing Rules and Regulations

All who attend races and purchase a pit pass must sign an insurance release.

* Minors Release-MANDATORY for all drivers under the age of 18 and for other minors who plan on being in the pit area on a regular basis.

ATTENTION PARENTS AND GUARDIANS: Be sure that you have read and understand the release form that you sign when you enter the pits. Be sure that it is explained to each every minor (anyone under the age of 18 years.) racing or not, in your care, custody and control. The minor’s release is good for the entire race season. The Minor’s Release, the Waiver of Liability, and the Designated Guardianship forms are all legal and binding documents. Be sure you have read them and know what they say!
*	Rulebook - To be read by all drivers, kart owners and pit crew. All drivers must understand all rules and regulations.
*	Disclaimer:

These rules shall govern the condition of all events, and by participating in these events, all participants are deemed to have complied with these rules.

Any interpretation of deviation of these rules is left to the discretion of the officials. Their decision is final.

Minimum Weight Rules and age requirements: 
Open = 430 lbs. / 18+ yrs.
Open Intermediates = 375 lbs. / 16+ yrs.
CLASSES
Open Outlaw
Open Intermediate

You are responsible for the safety of you and your kart!

ALL CLASSES:
1. Everyone MUST sign insurance release.
2. Drivers under the age of 18 must have minor release form on file.
3. A notarized minor release is mandatory. A new release is needed for every race season.
4. When a parent or guardian is not present at race event, a DESIGNATED GUARDIAN form is mandatory (for each race).
5. Minors must be accompanied by an adult at all times while in pit area. Parent/guardian is responsible for the actions of their child. Bike riding and playing in the pits is prohibited.
6. Any parent/guardian or pit crew observed verbally or physically abusing other drivers may result in a fine and/or loss of points for their driver. 
7. Frames must be of kart configuration. Not to exceed 90” in overall length. NO EXCEPTIONS. Kart not to exceed 350 lbs. including full tank of gas.
8. Cages are mandatory. Must be for protection of driver. Not for looks or wing mounts.\
9. Wing sides must stay within 3” from outer most edge of Kart. No sharp edges or too long of bolt. Overall length 48” maximum.
10. Uppermost part of kart and wing not to exceed 72”
11. Bodies can be any material, except wood. No sharp edges or protruding parts.
12. Wing, hood, and tail piece are mandatory in all classes.
13. No bars, other than regular Nerf bar, may extend out past outer edge of tire on either side of kart.
14. Noise
a. Must meet state noise levels.
b. Karts in violation may not race until standards are met.
15. ALL KARTS MUST DISPLAY A MINIMUM OF 10” NUMBERS ON RIGHT AND LEFT SIDE OF WING AND A MINIMUM OF 6" NUMBERS ON HOOD AND TAIL SECTION. Illegible numbers will not be scored.
16. Duplicate numbers only in open class. Duplicate numbers must include a letter. Must be a minimum of 4”.
17. Numbers must be displayed on contrasting background.
18. Safety committee and track officials’ decision is final.
19. This is open wheel racing. No front-end cowcatchers. If in doubt, see officials.
20. Fuel:
a. Fuel must pass the following tests:
i. Visual;
ii. Continuity meter;
iii. Gravity test;
iv. Gas, alcohol and water mix.
v. Karts will be tested for fuel requirements.
vi. All 4-cycle motors are subject to fuel and oil additive inspection.
OPEN CLASS / OPEN INTERMEDIATE CLASS
1. Age limit:
a. Open - 18+ years old.
b. Open Intermediate - 16+ years old
2. Weight rules
a. Open
i. Kart and driver must weigh a minimum of 430 lbs
b. Open Intermediate Classes
i. Kart and driver must weigh a minimum of 375 lbs
c. Top 4 karts must go to scales immediately following each race.

Note: Provisional weight addition rules may be implemented to insure a level field of competition.

3. Motor:
a. Open intermediate-125cc/250cc
b. Open- 500 cc only- No big street type motors, IE, 650, 750, 1100, etc. Numbers on motor must be legible and be able to trace to a 500cc motor or less during technical inspection. This is an open class and any machine work can be done. If in doubt, ask.
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
